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As COVID-19 cases increase in Alaska, courts have
again suspended jury trials through the end of
August. In Anchorage, they’re on hold until at least
August 27. A list of locations and dates of
suspension is here.

Given the backlog in court cases since the
pandemic began, Victims for Justice checked in with
Anchorage District Attorney Brittany Dunlop about
the impact on victims of violent crime. Read the

Sean Case is a longtime Anchorage police officer who
also is a commissioner with the Alaska Criminal Justice
Commission. Case grew up in Anchorage and has a
vested interest in promoting a safe and healthy
community. He's a strong advocate for victims' rights
and serves as a board member for Victims for Justice.
Case recently sat down for a wide-ranging interview
about criminal justice in Alaska, the state's exorbitantly
high rates of domestic violence, the role of victim
advocates, and more.

A judge read it aloud in Anchorage Superior Court in
April before sentencing a man to four years in prison after he
pleaded guilty to felony assault charges.

VOCA Fix bill signed into law

VFJ appreciates the bipartisanship displayed in D.C. in July when
the Senate passed H.R. 1652, the #VOCAFix bill. President Biden
swiftly signed it into law. The bill strengthens the Victims of Crime
Act (VOCA) by re-directing new funding to support victim services
nationwide through the Crime Victims Fund. The Crime Victims
Fund holds offenders accountable and comes from fees and
